Mack Hall

Mack Hall is the newest addition to our campus. This $26 million academic
building offers a mixture of state-of-the-art classrooms and faculty offices.
The building contains a mix of traditional lecture halls, flexible spaces for
active learning, and high-tech classrooms for the university’s cybersecurity
programs. Generous open spaces throughout the building feature both digital
tools and conventional whiteboards to facilitate group study and learning.

It is home to our 388-seat Mack Auditorium, performing arts center that
offers plays held by the Pegasus Players club, presentations, lectures, debates,
and movie nights. Mack Hall also features an Esports lab that accommodates
our varsity team.
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Wise Campus Center

The Wise Campus Center is a central hub of student activity on
campus. It is home to our dining hall, mail room, campus bookstore,

student lounges, and two grab-and-go dining options:
The Norwich Nook and The Mill.

Across from the bookstore is Dunkin’ Donuts, a popular stop for
students to grab a drink or snack on their way to class.

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Kreitzberg Library and
Sullivan Museum & History Center

The Kreitzberg Library is a quiet spot for students to focus on academics, work on group
projects, and tackle in-depth research. It’s also home to the Sullivan Museum & History
Center, the only Smithsonian affiliate in northern New England.

Our library recently underwent a $6.1 million renovation that included new technology
upgrades, increased data speeds, 3D printing stations, digital media commons, as well as
fresh workstations, classrooms, and group study areas.

Located inside the library is also our Center for Academic Success and Achievement
(CASA). CASA offers students professional as well as peer tutors, included as part of their
tuition, to help all students succeed in any subject.
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The Sullivan Museum & History Center features rotating exhibits and historical artifacts
that are often used in academic coursework or undergraduate research projects.




South Hall and Dalrymple Hall

Norwich University offers students two lifestyle paths: military or
civilian. Our civilian students live a traditional college lifestyle without
the addition of military training in the Corps of Cadets.

While students in both lifestyles attend classes together, play on the
same sports teams, and interact throughout campus, they live in separate
residence halls.
